Sumatra Ecological Disaster: From Emergency Response to
Proactive Climate Risk Management

Heavy rains from late November 2025 triggered devastating floods and landslides across Sumatra.
By early January 2026, the National Disaster Mitigation Agency (BNPB) had recorded 1,177 deaths,
with 148 people missing and over 400,000 displaced. While many districts have moved from
emergency to recovery phases, Aceh Besar and South Tapanuli remain under extended emergency
status due to ongoing cracks and landslide risks. Read more

Planning in Indonesia through SIPA Collaboration

The Sustainable Infrastructure Programme in Asia (SIPA), led by the OECD, supported Indonesia in
strengthening how infrastructure decisions are planned and assessed. Working with the Ministry of
National Development Planning (Bappenas) and partners including the International Institute for
Sustainable Development, the United Nations Development Programme and the World Wide Fund
for Nature, SIPA provided practical analysis, tools and dialogue aligned with existing national
planning processes. Its activities ranged from strategic foresight workshops and ecosystem services
mapping to project-level sustainability assessments and sector-focused work on refuse-derived fuel
and industrial decarbonisation. Taken together, these efforts helped shape medium-term planning
discussions and supported more resilient, sustainable infrastructure decisions across Indonesia.

Unlocking Indonesia’s Potential for a Clean Energy
Future
ESoutheast Asia Energy Transition Partnership

On December 17, 2025, Indonesia’s Coordinating Ministry
for Economic Affairs, together with ETP, unveiled a set of
strategies aimed at accelerating the country’s energy
transition. Anchored in Presidential Regulation No.

112/2022, the initiative offers recommendations for updated—and in some cases entirely new—
incentive and disincentive mechanisms designed to guide energy transition projects toward the Net
Zero 2060 target.

The project identified five key levers: adjusting tariffs for bankable renewables, fast-tracking green
project approvals, prioritizing infrastructure near renewable clusters, shifting toward market-based
coal pricing, and introducing "Right-to-Match" privileges for grid stability. By confronting regulatory
blind spots and less visible constraints, such as transmission bottlenecks, the partnership sketches
an energy framework that is not only cleaner, but also legible to investors, and more durable in the
long run.

The Integrated Land–Sea Master Plan for Central Sulawesi is a draft strategic framework aimed at
aligning the management of terrestrial and marine ecosystems. The study focuses on Palu,
Donggala, Sigi, and Parigi Moutong, extending offshore to 12 nautical miles, with particular attention
to coastal zones as the critical land–sea transition.

The master plan was developed using a comprehensive evidence base drawn from both primary and
secondary datasets, including land and sea use cover, economic factors, spatial plans, hydrological
systems, and biophysical information. Its design provides evidence based long term projections from
2024 to 2049 and guides integrated scenarios and targeted interventions. Ultimately, the plan offers
measurable options suited to the local context and lays the groundwork for integration into the
RPJMD, RTRW, and relevant sectoral policies. Read more
